Rules of Golf 
Q:  My ball was hit into a tree and 

the ball never came out. Is it treat-
ed as a lost ball or do I take a drop 

near the tree with the one stroke 
penalty?  

USGA: Rule 19.2 and Rule 
19.3 tell us that the reference 
point for taking unplayable ball 

relief using either the back-on-
the-line or lateral options is the 
spot where the ball originally 
lay.  This means the player must 

find (and identify) the ball in the 
tree in order to use either of 
these two options.  When 

found and identified as theirs, 
the spot on the ground directly 
below where the ball sits in the 

tree is the reference point.   
  
If the player is unable to find or 

identify the ball as theirs, the 
player's only option is stroke 
and distance.
